v'Three people completed Leadership U, giving us a total of 12 for the year.
v’ General Fund finances are healthy—5$30,124 in the black for the year! On
top of that, we have set aside $8443 to install a lawn sprinkler system next
summer on the sides and back lawn of the church to conserve water and
time in moving manual sprinklers.

Pray for Workers for our Ministries
v Pray for God’s direction for expanding our pastoral team—an executive
pastor in 2026 & the campus pastor for our Shoshoni church plant in 2028.
v Pray for these Radius Ministries that need leaders and workers:

e Preschool Kids Church & Nursery: we need 14 people to work one Sun-
day a quarter (only 4 times a year) so that we can have two adults in
both classes. We also need one preschool teacher one Sunday a month.

e Youth Ministry: 2 new youth volunteers, 1 male and 1 female, to work
every other week to help do small groups with the students.

e Livestream Ministry

=1 volunteer to run a camera once a month on Sunday mornings
=2 volunteers to run the switcher once a month on Sunday mornings
e Connect Groups: pray for 3 new leaders and 3 new host homes for

home groups (and that one will have child care). Pray the homes are in
various parts of the city to meet needs for commute convenience.

e Hotdog and a Prayer Ministry: that people’s hearts will be stirred to be a
part of this outreach and partner with us in working the harvest and pray
for us. Pray God will give favor to us in the community and that many
would be saved.

e Altar Ministry: pray for God to raise up a passionate leader and many
prayer warriors to pray with people at the close of the service.

e Usher Ministry: someone to lead the usher ministry & 2 more ushers.

o Worship Arts / Tech Team: members for a full band every Sunday—
drummers, guitarists, bass players, keyboards, piano. Tech team mem-
bers: 2 sound, 2 lights, 2 media.

e Security Team: we want to develop a team of people to watch over our
services and provide a safe, secure environment for all. Pray for wisdom
and direction as to which safety measures to implement in our church.
